Theory Sessional Marks

The theory sessional marks will be having two components:

a. Internal assessment (Monday test, assignments, t utorials, attendance)
b. Mid Term

a. The Internal assessment will carry 60% weightings of the total sessional marks.
(For example if theory sessional mark of any subject is 20, mid term marks will be 8 and internal assessment marks will
be 12.)
The Internal assessment will be divided in the following components with weightings:
a) Attendance (Lecture and tutorial together) - 40% -
b) Tutorial and assignments - 20%
c) Monday Test- 40%
(For example the sessional of 20 was divided in to midterm and interna | assessment as 8 and 12 marks. The internal
assessment marks i.e 12 is further divided in to the components as attendance ( 0.4*12= 4.8), Tutorial and assignment
(0.2*12=2.4) and Monday Test (0.4*12=4.8). These are rounded off as attendance 4, Tutorial an d assignment 3, and
Monday test 5)

Attendance:
The attendance of the student will be counted for Lecture and tutorial together and the marks should be calculated as
per the presence of the student in the classroom (For example, a faculty has engaged t otal 40 (Lectures + Tutorials)
and a student has attended only 30 (Lectures + Tutorials). The marks to the student will be given for attendance as
100/40 * 30 * 4 = 3)

Tutorial and assignments:
The faculty will prepare a tutorial sheet from the topic in the lecture class taught prior to the tutorial class. The tutorial
sheet should contain questions on fundamental, descriptive and University exams. Faculty will help students to solve
few typical questions in the tutorial class and balance questions wi Il be solved by the student as home assignment. The
home assignment will be submitted by the student on the next day to the faculty. Faculty will return the answer sheets
of assignment and return to the student in the next tutorial class marking the defici encies in the answer writing pattern.
The marks will be awarded in the ratio of tutorial/assignments given and submitted by the student. ( For example, if a
faculty has given 5 tutorial/assignment and student has submitted only 2. The marks given to studen t will be 2/5*3=1.2
rounded off to 1 considering 20 as sessional marks of the subject)

Monday Test:
On each Monday, there will be test of two subjects of one hour each from 3 pm to 4 pm. The seating arrangement will
as done in the university examination and Head of the Department will do the coordination. For seating arrangement.
students of | st. to IV th. will be together sitting plan Ist yr., lInd. Year, lllrd. Year and IVth year and the students of
first to four years in the same order. The copies of the monday test will be evaluated and marks will be displayed to the
students by following Thursday. The copies along with marks list will be submitted to examination section. A copy of the
marks will be given to the head of the school by following Frid ay. Next Monday will be other two subjects. ( For
example, In a semester/session there are eight subjects termed as 1,2,3,4,5,6,7 and 8. On first Monday , tests of
subject 1 and 2 will be conducted, next Monday test of subject 3 and 4 will be conducted till all eight subjects tests are
conducted. After that again Monday test of subject 1 and will be conducted. The marks in Monday test will be in
proportion to the number of test and marks obtained in the test. ( For example, faculty has conducted four Monday
tests of 10 marks each. It means Monday test maximum marks of 40 is equivalent to 5 it means each test carries 1.25
marks. A student has appeared in three Monday tests obtaining total of 20 marks out of 30. The marks awarded to the
student will be 20/30*1.25*3= 2.5. The student will be awarded 2.5 marks out of 5 rounding off to 3.)

b. Mid Term Examination System(Theory)
The mid term will carry 40% weightings of the total sessional marks.

The Mid Term examination is divided into two parts -
(0] Mid Term — as prescribed in the academic calendar.
(i) Two mid Term (each of 50% of total mid term marks for a subject) shall be conducted in a semester
(three for 1 Year and best two will be counted).

This is valid from I st Year to IV th Year.
